Five new Wild Polio paralysis cases reported in the past two weeks. We are now 4 weeks since the most recent
report of a child being paralyzed by the Wild Polio Virus in Afghanistan.
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Did you know - New polio tools get green light from global vaccine experts

At its meeting last week in Geneva, the Strategic Advisory Group of Experts on immunization (SAGE) endorsed two important
innovations for polio. It recommended that fractional doses of Sabin-based inactivated polio vaccine (IPV) be used in the same way as
fractional doses of Salk-based IPV - helping stretch supply and reach more children. SAGE also backed the broader rollout of novel
oral polio vaccine type 2 (NOPV2) to help stop persistent outbreaks of circulating variant poliovirus type 2 (cVDPV2) in some of the
toughest places.

Remembering environmentalist Jane Goodall

the environment, Jane was also a supporter of polio eradication. Jane would later join Rotary's "This Close" campaign.

Pakistan Three new Wild Polio cases reported this past two weeks. Twenty-nine Wild Polio cases reported in
2025. Seventy-four Wild Polio cases reported in 2024. Six Wild Polio Cases reported in 2023. The most recent case
had an onset of paralysis on 8/30/25. Fifty WPV1 Environmental Samples and no cVDPV2 Positive Environmental Samples were
reported this week in Pakistan.

Afghanistan Two new Wild Polio cases reported this past two weeks. Six Wild Polio cases reported in 2025.
Twenty-five Wild Polio cases reported in 2024. Six Wild Polio Cases reported in 2023. The most recent case had an
onset of paralysis on 9/10/25.
